Guatemalan holidays and schedules recesses in Easter, mid-June, and early autumn.

In recent years our students have had less access to SAT/SAT Subject and ACT tests because of fewer test dates 
abroad, fewer sites offering the test, technology difficulties and higher fees. We ask that all higher education 
institutions take this into account when evaluating our students’ applications.

Graduation requirements and curriculum
• Students follow a common core, university preparatory bilingual curriculum as mandated by the 

Guatemalan Ministry of Education.

• 9th & 10th grade students take an average of 13 courses per year.

•  11th & 12th grade students complete the two-year International- Baccalaureate Programme, in addition to 
local requirements.

•  Each full-year academic course passed earns 1 credit. IB courses in grades 11th & 12th are weighted with an 
additional 0.5 credit.

•  Spanish is the main language of instruction, 80% of the academic courses are taught in Spanish.

•  Science and English grammar and literature courses are taught in English.
